NEEDS SERIOUS REFORMS

"Education is the founding stone of a country's
economy. A country that fails to provide its citizens
the right to education lags behind in every way."

The history of Indian education has its roots in the
ancient ages where they followed the Gurukul
system. A system where the students resided in
the house of their teachers until teachers felt that
he had imparted all that he could. However, this
system was changed during the colonial era when
the British set up schools. While the ancient
system included more interactions with the
nature; the modern system is more class room
oriented.

In 2014, India's global education ranking slipped
down to 93 ranks. This, together with a series of
scams faced by the Indian education sector, calls
for an immediate need to bring reforms in our
education system. A studentin India is left with the
options of choosing from science, humanities or
commerce after he finishes his tenth grade.
However, the trend shows that more and more
students are opting to go abroad for further

studies after completing their post graduation in
India.
